Outline below, what will take place on each day and who is responsible for the lesson plan!

Day 1: Apalachee Tribe:  Kyle Guise
· Anticipatory Set: Read Ch. 2 Native Americans in Florida (pg.8-9) from the book The Early People of Florida by Eva Duetsch Costabe and Spark discussion and complete “K” and “W” section of KWL chart (5-10 min)
· 4 minute video on Apalachee Indians 

· Introduce centers and instructions: (10-15 min per center)
· Center #1: Geography- Use of IWB to locate specific geological features/sites of Apalachee Indians and label on a map of Florida

· Center #2: Food- Students will independently read informational text that introduces foods of the Apalachee Indians. Students will work collaboratively to complete their worksheet.
· Center #3: Culture- Students will independently read informational text that describes the clothing of Apalachee Indians before and after contact with the Spaniards. Students will then work collaboratively to complete their worksheet.
· Center #4: Housing- Students will complete a scavenger hunt around the classroom with iPads for QR codes that have information on the housing of Apalachee Indians. Students will complete “student notes” of any important information needed.
· Complete KWL chart (5 min)
· Briefly introduce the tribe to be covered the following day (5 min)
Day 2: Tocobaga Tribe- Alana Lami
1) Review yesterday's lesson on the Apalachee Tribe (5 mins)
2) Display map of the Tampa Bay area and perform storytelling of The Real Pocahontas. While performing the storytelling, the teacher should reference the map and perhaps play some tribal music in the background (the story & map can be found on this website - the story has a lot of details, so it might need to be compressed for the storytelling -http://www.pbchistoryonline.org/…/003-Tocobaga1-real_pocoha…) (5 mins)

3) After storytelling, send the students to multiple stations that will be around the room. Each station should have a QR code, a book, images, and possible examples of artifacts. The students will scan the QR codes to learn the specifics of a certain aspect of the Tocobaga tribe. For example, one QR code might lead students to more info regarding the food eaten by the Tocobaga tribe. (20 mins)
4) After students have explored collaboratively at the stations, they will present what they learned at their stations to the rest of the class. For the presentations, the students will be encouraged to bring the book, artifacts, and images that were at their stations. (10 mins)

5) After each group has presented, each student will write a brief poem about the Tocobaga tribe. The students will write their poems on the designated flap in their file folder. The poems should include drawings. (10 mins)

6) Students will create audio recordings and QR codes summarizing what they have learned for that day. The QR codes that lead to the audio recordings should be glued on top of the designated flap in the file folder. (10 mins)toryonline.org/…/003-Tocobaga1-real_pocoha…) (5 mins)
3) After the storytelling, send the students to multiple stations that will be around the room. Each station should have a QR code, a book, images, and possibly examples of artifacts. The students will scan the QR codes to learn the specifics of a certain aspect of the Tocobaga tribe. For example, one QR code might lead students to more info regarding the food eaten by the Tocobaga tribe. (20 mins)

Day 3: Calusa Tribe- Jillian Sivasligil
Read article on Calusa tribe in groups and fill in graphic organizer (tree chart) *during Language Arts lesson*: http://fcit.usf.edu/florida/lessons/calusa/calusa1.pdf

Lesson: 
· Review days 1 & 2 (5 mins)

· Watch Youtube video on the Calusa tribe using safeshare.tv on the IWB (4 mins) https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=xukK77RZoZc

· Stations: Divide the class in half and have them rotate between the two station activities.
1. Write a journal entry as a Calusa tribe member using graphic organizer. Give students a tribe “member” to write from their point of view. (For example the tribe leader, a young woman who is soon to be married, a young boy being taught to hunt.) (15 mins)

2. Build chickees in groups and listen to tribal music. Talk about the reasoning behind the acritcture of the chickee, and how the Clausa lived them. (15 mins)

· Review: Have students share their journal entries and chickees with the class. (10 mins)

· Recording: Students will create audio recordings and QR codes summarizing the important information they learned about the Calusa tribe today. (10 mins)
-stations: 
1. write a journal entry as a Calusa tribe member using graphic organizer (15 mins)
2. build chickees in groups and listen to tribal music (15 mins)
-review, have students share their journal entries and chickees with the class (10 mins)
-recording (10 mins)
Day 4: Tequesta Tribe—Caitlyn Johnson
 1. As a class, students will look at a map of Florida that is sectioned off on the projector screen and they will identify where the other tribes are located. Then I will ask them to tell me a couple things they have learned on each. (5min) 

2. At each table - there are five tables - there will be a tub of white rice that imitates sand so it doesn't get messy. Inside each tub there are going to be artifacts of a certain kind. There should be music playing in the background while they are excavating. (5min) 

3. When each table has completed identifying their artifacts and discussing what they have found, their attention will be summoned at the front of the room. They will see on the overhead a large image of the weebly I have created for the Tequesta Tribe. There will be information including the topics of housing, diet, clothing, culture, and geography along with pictures. Each group will have artifacts that correlate to one of these topics. Each group will come to the front of the room and put their artifacts on display for the entire room to see. Then in a class discussion we will talk about the information on the weebley. (25min) 

4. Students will make QR codes with audio recordings that briefly summarize the information they have learned. The QR code should then be glued onto the appropriate flap in their personal file folder. (10min)
Day 5: Timucua Tribe: Anna Schimenti
During Language Arts I will read to them The Timucua by Emily J. Dolbear

Review previous tribes’ information by having each student tell one thing they have learned from the previous days. (5-8 min)

Interact with Powerpoint on Timucua Indians

While watching/interacting with the powerpoint students will use the notes section on their Ipads to take notes. (20-25 min)
After completing their notes they will be asked to share their notes with a partner or group of 3. (5- 8 min)

There will then be a picture of Timucua Indians displayed on the IWB and they will be asked to come up and label the picture. (http://pelotes.jea.com/kidact3.htm) (5-10 min) 
They will then do a recording about what they have learned and print out their QR code for their file folder. (10 min)                                          As an exit slip the students will be asked to answer 1-2 questions on their Ipads using Student Clicker- Socrative about the day’s lesson. (3-5 min)
