	Learning Goal: 

The students will be able to discover and comprehend the lives of Native Americans in Florida.
Learning Objectives:  

1. The student will compare purposes for the structural elements of art and organizational principles of design in artworks and utilitarian objects.
2. The student will synthesize information related to Florida history through print and electronic media.
3. The student will compare Native American tribes in Florida.
4. The student will locate and label where the Calusa tribe was located in Florida on a map.
5. The student will refer to details and examples in a text when explaining what the text says explicitly and when drawing inferences from the text.

	Unit Pre-Assessment/Unit Post-Assessment:

Students will be given a 20-question pretest, which contains 4 questions in each tribe in Florida that they will be learning about. The pretest will be administered two weeks before the start of the unit, and it will include multiple choice, true/false, fill in the blank, and short answer questions. 
The post-test will be the exact same test, and will be given after the conclusion of the unit.

On-going daily (progress-monitoring) Assessment:

Lesson: 
1. Review: Begin Day 3 by doing a review of Days 1 and 2. Have students raise their hands to state something they remember about the previous day’s tribes. Be sure to go over the geography (location), housing, clothing, and food of each tribe. Reinforce the key ideas from Days 1 & 2 (ESOL/ESE Accommodation: Review). (5 mins)
2. Set a purpose: Explain that today we will be learning about another interesting tribe from Florida, the Calusa tribe.
3. Anticipatory Set: Have students watch a Youtube video ((ESOL/ESE Accommodation: Visual and Audio),  on the Calusa tribe using safeshare.tv on the Interactive White Board. After the video ask for volunteers to tell you watch they thought about the tribe. (4 mins)
Questions to consider:

· What made the Calusa tribe different?
· What does “Calusa” mean?

· Where did the Calusa live and how did that affect their lives?
· What happened to the Calusa tribe? Why are they no longer here?
4. Georgraphy: Use a map of FL to show students exactly where the Calusa tribe lived. Have students mark the space on their map (along with the other two day’s tribes). They can draw a symbol or just write the name of the tribe. (ESOL/ESE Accommodation: Visuals).
5. Stations: Next divide the class in half (or into four equal groups) and have them rotate between these two station activities. (ESOL/ESE Accommodation: Small group cooroperation).
A. Write a journal entry as a Calusa tribe member using graphic organizer from earlier in the day: Give students a tribe “member” to write from their point of view. (15 mins) ESOL/ESE modification: Draw a picture of the daily life of your Calusa tribe member.
Questions to consider:
· What time period do you live in?

· What was your daily life like? What are your responsibilities? Hopes? Goals? 

· What is your life like? What do you spend your day doing?

· What conflicts do you encounter? 

Members of tribes:
· Medicine man

· Hunting chief

· Widowed woman

· Tribe leader

· Young woman soon to be married

· Young warrior

· Boy being taught to hunt

· Toddler girl helping cook

B. Build chickees in groups and listen to tribal music: First show students pictures of the chickees that the Calusa tribe lived in (ELL/EE Modification: Visuals). Then tell them that they will be making their own in groups of 2-3. Give students wooden sticks, masking tape, twine, and pine needles and have them construct their own chickees anyway they they see fit. (ELL/EE Modification: Learning Discovery Activity). While they are making them talk about the reasoning behind the architecture of the chickee, and how the Calusa lived them. Ask the students the following questions. (15 mins)

Questions to consider: 
· Why do you think the Calusa lived in these?

· Why do you think that the chickees were raised off of the ground?

· Considering the weather and hurricane patterns in FL, how good of a job do you think the chickees protected the Calusa?

· Would you like to live in a chickee? Why or why not?

· Imagine making a life size chickee? What challenges do you think you would face? How long do you think it would take?

6. Review: Have students share their journal entries and chickees with two partners that they did not work with during the lesson. (10 mins). 
7. Exit Slips: Have students answer the following questions on an index card.
· What made the Calusa tribe special?

· Give 3 facts you learned about the Calusa tribe today.

8. Self-assess/Recording: Students will self assess their understanding of the Calusa tribe using Marzono’s 1-5 scale. Then they will create audio recordings and QR codes summarizing the important information they learned about the Calusa tribe today. (10 mins)
