	Learning Goal: 
Students will be able to discover and comprehend the lives of Native American tribes of Florida. 
Learning Objectives:  

1. Students will be able to identify and discuss characteristics of the Tocobaga tribe, Apalachee tribe, Calusa Tribe, and the Tequesta tribe.
2. Students will be able to identify the Tequesta tribe on a map.
3. Students will acquire new information about the Tequesta tribe by excavating artifacts and discussing them in front of the class.
4. Student will acquire information by interacting with a glog as a class.

5. Students will document prudent information of the Tequesta tribe through QR codes on a map.

	Unit Pre-Assessment:
The pre test will be administered about 1 to 2 weeks before the lesson is started. It will consist of 20 questions that pertain to the 5 Native American tribes in Florida. The styles of questions vary. For each tribe there will be four questions that are multiple choice, fill in the blank, true-or-false, and short answer.
Unit Post-Assessment:
The post assessment will be identical to the pre assessment to gauge the gains or regression of student knowledge on the subject. Students must pass with at least an 80% in order to be considered as mastering the content.
On-going daily (progress-monitoring) Assessment:
A daily assessment will be fostered by discussions and closely monitoring the students progress within their conversations. There will also be an informal assessment each day, which is done with the map of Florida on a file folder. (This is explained later on.) 
The Marzano scale is going to be used throughout this process:

4: I know and could teach this concept to my peers.
3: I know the content and could have a conversation about it.
2: I’m familiar with the content but I need more practice with it.

1: I’ve heard about the content but I do not understand it.

(1) (10min) First the students will pull out their file folder with the map of Florida. This will have been referenced in the last lesson plans as well. I will have them all look at these and point to the areas and tribes that were discussed. In a class discussion we will review these different tribes and the way they were similar and different. Asking ESOL students to point in a big group of students together will promote cooperation in the classroom environment and allow them to feel involved but not put on the spot. This applies for all levels of ESOL students. ESE students will be asked to look on with a buddy and try to point along the best they can.
(2) (1 min) Then the teacher would split the class into five groups and then start playing soft tribal music in the background. She would try to at least pair a high level ESOL student with a low level ESOL student in the same group so they have someone they can properly communicate with if they don’t understand what is going on.
(3) (10 min) At each table there will be a bin filled with artifacts from the Tequesta Tribe buried in white rice that is supposed to replicate sand. Each table will be discovering something different. There are five categories that they could be excavating: housing, clothing, culture, and geography. After they uncover their artifacts, they are going to discuss in their group what they found. The teacher should be walking around and asking students specific questions such as, why do you think you discovered dried moss in your bin? What could that have been used for? ESOL students could draw a picture to answer a teachers question if they can’t figure out how to answer it. Also the teacher would be asking less complex questions that a worded very simply to make it easier to understand. For ESE students, I will have them also have them answer similar questions that are simplified so that they are able to participate in interacting with the teacher in a meaningful way.
(4) (25min) After the conversations seem to be subsiding, the teacher will direct the student attention to the front of the room. On the projector there will be an image of the weebly that was made for this specific tribe. To introduce each category, students will bring up their artifacts and present them to the class with a short explanation of what they found. Then as a class we will explore that section of the weebly. This will be repeated until every category has been addressed. ESOL student will bring their drawings to the front of the room to show the class what they observed. ESE students will share at the front of the room but they will be expected to share less or talk about their object in a more simple way. This means that they could tell you what their object is, but wouldn’t be asked to then imply how the Tequesta tribe might have used the object.
(5) (15min) After the class discussion has been completed, students will individually create audio recordings that contains the information from each category discussed at about a minute long. These audio recording will then be made into QR codes that are glued on top of the designated flap for their file folder. The teacher will help the ESOL student write out what information needs to be added in the recording. The teacher will most likely write it out for them and they will just need to repeat the simple sentences formed. The teacher will either allow the ESE student type out what they want to say if they aren’t comfortable with writing, or they will be expected to include only one fact from each category so that it’s not as intensive.
