	Learning Goal: 
The students will be able to discover and comprehend the lives of Native Americans in Florida.
Learning Objectives: 
1. The student will learn about the Timucua tribe and compare them to the Tocobaga, Apalachee, Calusa, and Tequesta.
2. The student will describe the cause and effect of the Spanish colonists on the Timucua tribe from the book The Timucua.
3. The student will describe how European colonization affected the Timucua tribe.

4. The student will locate and label where the Timucua tribe was located in Florida on a map.
5. The student will study a picture of the Timucua people and label what they are wearing.

	Unit Pre-Assessment:

In order to pre-assess students we will be giving them a 20 questions pre-test that has four questions from each tribe on it. It will be given 2 weeks before the unit begins. The questions are all related to the five tribes we will be studying. They are True/False, Fill in the blank, Multiple-choice, and Short answer questions. 
Unit Post-Assessment:

The post-assessment is the same as the pre-assessment and will be given after we finish the unit. 

On-going daily (progress-monitoring) Assessment:

· Observational/Discussion assessment and the use of a learning scale (1,2,3,4) will be utilized to monitor their daily progress.

4 =   I know and could teach someone about Native Americans Tribes in Florida

3 =   I know and could talk about Native Americans in Florida

2 =   I know about Native Americans in Florida

1 =   I’ve heard of Native Americans in Florida
The file folder with the QR codes will be part of progress-monitoring. Since they will not be taking home the file-folders we will be able to see what they are learning. They will also be asked twice to rate their understanding during the lesson. They will write a number (1-4) on their desk with white board markers and I will be able to see where they are at and who needs more time.

	1. The students will have heard The Timucua (pages 1-12, 18-30, 37-42). It will be read to them during their reading block time by the teacher. 
2. The day will begin with a review of the 4 previous tribes’ information.  The teacher will ask each student to tell one thing they have learned from the previous days. Examples: Where did the other tribes live? What did they grow?  (5-8 min) (ESOL/ESE Accommodation: They will be able to draw one thing they learned and they will be given 10 minutes)
3. The students will then watch a short clip on Native Americans, stop at 1:09. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=8SeI1QMSZs0 (ESOL/ESE Accommodation: Visuals and Close Captioning)
4. The student will then interact with PowerPoint on Timucua Indians. While watching/interacting with the powerpoint students will use the notes section on their Ipads to take notes. (15-20 min) (ESOL/ESE Accommodation: They will be given the powerpoint on paper the night before so they can look it over.) 
5. After completing their notes they will be asked to share their notes with a partner or group of 3. The teacher will then ask a few groups to share what their partner or group member learned. The students will also be asked to rate their understanding on the scale by writing what number they feel on their desk with a white board marker. (5- 8 min)(ESOL/ESE Accommodation: Partner/Group work)
6. There will then be a picture of Timucua Indians displayed on the IWB and they will be asked to come up and label the picture. http://pelotes.jea.com/kidact3.htm (5-10 min)(ESOL/ESE Accommodation: Visuals)
7. They will then do a recording about what they have learned and print out their QR code for their file folder and turn it in if they are ready. Students will create audio recordings to summarize what they learned about the Timucua on the computer. The audio recordings will be turned into QR codes and the QR codes will be glued on top of the designated flap in the file folder. Each audio recording should be about one minute long. (10 min) (ESOL/ESE Accommodation: They will be given extra time to do their recordings.) (ESOL Accommodation: They will also have the option to draw what they have learned instead of saying it.) 
8. As an exit slip the students will be asked to answer 2 questions on their IPad using Student Clicker- Socrative about the day’s lesson. Question1: Where did the Timucua live? Question 2: What is one crop that the Timucua grew? They will also be asked again to rate their understanding by writing on their desk with their white board marker. (5-8 min)(ESOL/ESE Accommodation: They will be asked the question by the teacher and can answer by speaking or drawing.)
9. For homework they will be asked to finish up any recordings they may not have finished and bring the QR codes to class to put in their folder.
